• Artistic director and conductor of the 
Roma and Sinti Philharmonic 
Orchestra since 2002

• Received the Federal Cross of Merit 
from Federal President Joachim Gauck
in 2016 for his work with the Roma and 
Sinti Philharmonic

Main as an "outstanding personality 
with a migration background"
